 November has brought some exciting milestones for the
Cosmetology building. The exterior brick veneer is complete and the
storefront systems are following close behind. Within the building,

the walls have been textured allowing us to move forward with
painting and installing ceiling grid. We are installing the last of the
conduit pathways in preparation of installing the electrical panels. 

Over at the Grey Shell/RMC Clinic building, the walls for the clinic are
fully framed out. We are finishing up the plumbing, electrical, and
mechanical rough in for both in walls and above ceiling. With the

brick veneer complete at Cosmo, we have starting on the veneer for
the Grey Shell.

For the site, the backfill of the storm water retention tanks is
complete. Grading has begun around the entire site, we are making
progress on the north parking lot and prepping the east side of the

Cosmo to pour curbing and equipment pads for the new transformer
and SES. 

With the progress made thus far, we are on track to have this project
complete prior to the start of the Fall 2026 semester.
